Leslie Volleyball Parent and Student Agreement 
Student athletes are expected to

· Have a positive attitude and show good sportsmanship

· Have good attendance (players cannot practice or play in games if they missed school that day)

· Keep good status and grades in their classes
· Be on time for practice (unless they have communicated with their coach)

Parents/Guardians are expected to-

· Demonstrate good sportsmanship 

· Communicate concerns with coaches and an appropriate way. To set up a meeting or initiate the conversation please email the coach at lastname_firstname@salkeiz.k12.or.us Please understand right after the game is not always the best time for coaches to discuss things

· Pick up (or coordinate transportation) for the student within a reasonable time

On practice days
Practices will be from 2:50 to 4:00 or 4:15 (depending on the coach) Monday through Friday. There is no practice on any days that there is no school. 

Transportation- Monday thru Thursday the Leap bus is available and leaves at 4:30 starting September 22nd. Students not riding the Leap bus need to have transportation by 4:30(getting picked up, carpool, city bus etc). Students who walk home will need to leave school campus by 4:30 as well for supervisory reasons. Please plan accordingly. 
On game days
Student athletes will ride the bus with their team to the location of the game. After the games student athletes can return to Leslie on the bus or leave with a parent. If the student is leaving with a parent/guardian after a game the student needs to “check out” with their coach and the coach needs to be able to see the parent/guardian in order to release them. If a student is riding home with another player a written note needs to be turned into the coach ahead of time. Student safety is our number one concern so this policy will be strictly followed. Students riding the bus back to Leslie will need transportation arrangements from there 

Playing time
The 8th grade volleyball season is designed to help student athletes learn and enjoy the game. It is not a varsity team. This means that playing time is equal or roughly equal. We play 5 games each match. This means each athlete is guaranteed at least 2 full games. The 5th game is up to the coach’s discretion. The priority is not winning (although it is a bonus!) Instead the priority is skill and character development.
Injuries:

Injuries happen in sports. We don’t expect you to play hurt. If you are hurt, it is your responsibility as a player to inform your coaches. If you have an injury and are treated by a doctor, you must be released before you can return to play.

However, injuries are not a reason to miss practice. If you are able to come to school, you are expected to be at practice supporting your team.
